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3. Confidentiality*

Federal Guidelines 

Confidentiality is one of the rights afforded to parents in the Parent Rights /Procedural Safeguards 
document.  Confidentiality of educational records is a basic right shared by all children in public schools 
and their parents. These fundamental rights are described in the Family Educational Rights and Privacy 
Act (FERPA) of 1974, which applies to all students, not just those with disabilities. 

All district personnel (including contracted employees) are governed by confidentiality requirements and 
will receive annual training and information regarding the law. Written and dated parental consent must 
be obtained before personally identifiable information can be disclosed to unauthorized individuals, 
organizations, or agencies (unless otherwise authorized to do so under FERPA). 

Personally identifiable information includes the following: 

The name of the student, the student's parent, or other family member;
The student’s address;
Any personal identifier such as the student's social security number or student number; and
Any personal characteristics or other information that would make it possible to identify the
student.

FERPA allows parents to inspect and review all educational records of their child maintained by an 
educational agency that receives federal funds. This includes all public schools and most private schools. 
The school must comply with a request to inspect records within a reasonable amount of time, and in 
no case more than 45 days after the request has been made.
